A very fresh wine, well-balanced, with some residual sugar
(imperceptible but maintains the fruit and length on the pallet) to
better appreciate the sweet and savoury and acid flavours, with a
nice bitter taste somewhere between citrus zest and bergamot from
Nancy.

Pairing:
Some oysters whilst on the go, a couple of anchovies on toast and a
fresh salad on a terrasse with friends...

Recommendations:
Serve between 10 et 12°C
Aging potential: At least 5 years.
