Expressive with notes of mature mixed berries and 

simmering red fruit jam, with a touch of spices and leather.

Medium bodied, fresh and generous with ever present fruit 

and imperceptible tannins, straight from the bottle it will 

smack you on the tongue and will never disappoint. 

Pairing:

Perfect for a buffet dinner, with a few verrines, cheese and 

meat platters, pizzas and grilled meats…

Recommendations:

Serve at 16°C
